You can experience Alaska Native culture first-hand through engaging storytelling, authentic Native song and dance, artist 
demonstrations, Native Games demonstrations and more. Workshops & classes, museum exhibitions, celebrations, special 
events, and films.  While visiting you can explore six authentic life-sized Native dwellings situated in a wooded area around 
beautiful Lake Tiulana and are introduced to the traditional life ways of the Athabascan, Inupiaq/St Lawrence Island Yupik, 
Yup’ik/Cup’ik, Aleut, Alutiiq, and the Eyak, Tlingit, Haida and Tsimshian peoples. 

Alaska is a vast part of the United States; home to people from practically every culture of the world.  The Alaska Native 
Heritage Center was started as a cultural center for all Alaska Native people by the Alaska Federation of Natives.  Located in 
the states largest city, Anchorage, it is in the place where the most Alaska Native people live today.

The Alaska Native Heritage Center serves important educational roles.  It provides opportunity for urban Native students to 
become or remain connected to thier families’ traditions.  It also provides real information to over 100,000 yearly vistors from 
all over the world about the people who have called this place home for thousands of years.  It creates opportunities for 
Native students to interpret what they learn from Elders and Tradition Bearers to those who don’t have this chance for direct 
learning.
